DES PERES BOARD OF ALDERMEN  

April 11, 2016 
DES PERES GOVERNMENT CENTER 

 
The regular meeting of the Board of Aldermen of the City of Des Peres, Missouri was held at the Des 
Peres Government Center, 12325 Manchester Road commencing at 7:00 PM on Monday, April 11, 2016.  
 
ROLL CALL 
 
The City Clerk took roll with the following board members present:  Alderman Gmelich, Alderman 
Pound, Alderman Raczkiewicz, Alderman Kleinschmidt, Alderman Concagh, and Alderman Becker.  
Mayor Lahr was also in attendance.   
 
Staff members present included: City Administrator, Assistant City Administrator, City Clerk, City 
Attorney, Director of Public Works, Director of Public Safety, Director of Finance and the Director of 
Parks and Recreation.   At this time the Board of Aldermen, staff and citizens rose for the Pledge of 
Allegiance. 
 
PUBLIC HEARINGS 
 
Mayor Lahr announced that the first order of business was a Public Hearing on a petition for an Outside 
Sales/Display/Storage Permit for a Customer Appreciation Event at Carrollton Bank to be held Friday, 
June 17, 2016.

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2. Bill 16-2766  An Ordinance Amending Section 4-11 of Article I of Chapter Four  of the  

   Des Peres Municipal Code Relating to Prohibited Conduct for Licensees  
   Authorized to Dispense Alcoholic Beverages  

 
Alderman Kleinschmidt made a motion to amend the text and adopt the language in Bill 16-2766.1, 
second by Alderman Raczkiewicz.  A roll call vote was then taken with the following results: Alderman 
Gmelich, AYE; Alderman Becker, AYE; Alderman Pound, AYE; Alderman Concagh, AYE; Alderman 
Kleinschmidt, AYE; and Alderman Raczkiewicz, AYE; Motion passed 6-0. 

 
Alderman Kleinschmidt read Bill 16-2766.1 for a second reading and made a motion to approve, second 
by Alderman Raczkiewicz.  A roll call vote was then taken with the following results: Alderman Gmelich, 
AYE; Alderman Becker, AYE; Alderman Pound, AYE; Alderman Concagh, AYE; Alderman Kleinschmidt, 
AYE; and Alderman Raczkiewicz, AYE; Motion passed 6-0.

1. Bill 16-2767 An Ordinance Authorizing a Contract with Banner Fire Equipment for  
  Purchase of a Rescue Pumper; Authorizing Transfer of Funds from the  

Reserved Fund Balance in the Fire Fund to the Capital Improvement 
Fund  and Authorizing a Supplemental Appropriation Relating Thereto 
(Introduction)

Alderman Gmelich read Bill 16-2767 for a second reading and made a motion to approve, second by 
Alderman Kleinschmidt.  A roll call vote was then taken with the following results: Alderman Gmelich, 
AYE; Alderman Becker, AYE; Alderman Pound, AYE; Alderman Concagh, AYE; Alderman Kleinschmidt, 
AYE; and Alderman Raczkiewicz, AYE; Motion passed 6-0. 

 
2.  Bill 16-2768 An Ordinance Authorizing a Contract with Shockey Consulting to  

  Provide Professional Services in Conjunction with Development of a  
  Three (3) Year Strategic Plan (Introduction) 

 
Alderman Becker introduced Bill 16-2768. 
 
The City Administrator stated the budget includes an appropriation for conducting the city’s first 
strategic plan.  The strategic plan will develop a mission and vision for the city and assist with future 
planning.

The City Clerk reported the preliminary election results from the April 5, 2016 municipal election as follows:

 Alderman, Ward I:   John Pound   284 Votes 

 Alderman, Ward II: Paul Raczkiewicz   285 Votes 

 Alderman, Ward III: Mark Becker   279 Votes 
 
The City Administrator submitted a proposed summer schedule which will include cancelling the second 
Board of Aldermen meetings in July and August as well as the 2nd meeting in December. 
 
Alderman Concagh made a motion to adopt the 2016 summer schedule, second by Alderman 
Raczkiewicz.  A roll call vote was then taken with the following results: Alderman Gmelich, AYE; 
Alderman Becker, AYE; Alderman Pound, AYE; Alderman Concagh, AYE; Alderman Kleinschmidt, AYE; 
and Alderman Raczkiewicz, AYE; Motion passed 6-0. 
 
There being no additional business to come before the regular session of the Board of Aldermen, 
Alderman Gmelich moved, second by Alderman  Becker, to adjourn at 7:18 PM.  A roll call vote was then 
taken with the following results: Alderman Gmelich, AYE; Alderman Becker, AYE; Alderman Pound, AYE; 
Alderman Concagh, AYE; Alderman Kleinschmidt, AYE; and Alderman Raczkiewicz, AYE; Motion passed 6-
