ARCHERY HUNTING

1. Allows archery and crossbow hunting within Des 

Peres city limits between September 15 and 

January 15 with a two-week break in November 

subject to Missouri Conservation rules including 

permits, tags, and hunter-safety training. 



ARCHERY HUNTING

2. Requires property owner(s) to notify Public 

Safety of their Intent to Hunt including the 

submittal of names, dates, indemnification of 

the city, permits and training, and 

acknowledgement that all rules will be followed. 

Successful harvest must be reported for 

surveying purposes to track our progress. 



ARCHERY HUNTING

3. Requires written consent from each property owner 

prior to hunting activities with the owner assuming 

liability. Also mandates that contiguous neighbors 

be notified in writing – defined as those sharing a 

common property line. Lots separated by street are 

not considered adjoining. 



ARCHERY HUNTING

4. Permits archery hunting on tracts of land greater 

than two (2) acres. Allows adjacent property 

owners to combine parcels to satisfy the two-

acre minimum.

ARCHERY HUNTING

5. Establishes a series of miscellaneous safety provisions:

Å Discharging within 200 yards of any church, 

school or playground. 

Å Requires hunting from an elevated position (10ft) 

and facing the interior of the property 

Å Projectile may never cross property line unless 

given prior authorization

ARCHERY HUNTING

6. Amends Section 16-82 relating to dangerous missiles by 

incorporating the following:  

Section 16-82. Discharge of Firearms, Archery Devices and Other Weapons Prohibited

No person, except law enforcement personnel or individuals under contract to the City 

of Des Peres, shall discharge any firearm or throw or in any way propel any dangerous 

missiles of any kind upon or at any property, real or personal, or upon or at any person 

except when such individual is in fear of their life or personal safety in accordance with 

Castle Doctrine as adopted by the State of Missouri. 



ARCHERY HUNTING

7. Establishes an effective date of November 25, 2020 –

which coincides with the second half of archery season 

to afford Public Safety more time to develop the 

program internally.
